Choose a painting in one of the
museums you visit. Sit in front of
the painting and write a “stream of
consciousness” piece describing
the painting and what you are
thinking/experiencing. (1/2-1 page)

Villa. If you would like to visit a
museum that isn'’t listed, please
check with Ms. P first.

Street performance! You
(and friends if they’re willing
to help) perform a song
(your brainworm???) and/or
dance on the side of the
street (at the beach?). Did
any of the onlookers throw
you change? Record the
performance.

Visit Los Angeles County Museum of Art
on Monday at 1:00p.m. Meet at the
lamppost sculpture. Please email Ms. P
if you are planning on coming.

Note: you will have to get a ticket at the
ticket counter before meeting at 1:00.
Make sure you allot enough time.

Choose any writer we have
read in this class. Find
another essay written by
him/her and write a 1-2 page
paper analyzing the author’s
style and purpose.

Read a book written by
Barbara Kingsolver.

Write a book review. 2-4
pages AND an interview with
Ms. P when you return.

30 points

Food critic! You have been
hired by the L.A. Times to
write a review (1 page) of a
restaurant you visit (no
chain restaurants). Include
pictures of the dishes you

try.

15 points

Go to the College Board website.
Click on “AP.” Click on “courses and
exams.” Click on “English
Language.” Read the description
provided on the page. Then click on
“reading skills” and read the page.
Next, click on “writing skills” and read
the page. Create a list of your
strengths and weaknesses in regard
to how prepared you feel for the
exam.

REPORT: Your are a t.v. news
reporter. Choose a current event or
controversial topic. Interview several
strangers (but be safe! make sure
you don’t do this alone!) about the
event/topic.

Record your interviews (preferred) or
take pictures with the interviewees.
Write a 1/2-1 page report about your
findings or create a video news
report where you are the reporter
giving an editorial.

Find a page or article out of a
popular magazine. Recreate the
page/article but with a satirical
bent. Use your own pictures and
writing.

Attach the original to your project
for point of comparison.
